...TEMPERATURE AND PRECIPITATION OVERVIEW... 
 

A series of closed low pressure systems impacted the southwest through the early 
part of June bringing an unusually wet period during one of the climatologically 
driest months of the year. This, combined with the prompt onset of the monsoon 
season during mid-June, resulted in a much wetter than average month with 
warmer than average temperatures. Many locations across northern Arizona 
ranked in the top 10 wettest June on record.
